Duties:

Prepare  and organise the weekly program and schoolroom.  Supervise the children's work and help as required (but do not do the work for them).  Have all work completed, marked and given to me each Friday after school.  We aim to have as much ‘face to face’ experience with the child/children’s class as possible and will attend as many camps, workshops, mini-schools etc. as we can.
