	Job Description
	Home Tutor of 2 children, a boy in Year 5 and a girl in Year 3 studying via Emerald School Of The Air, at Trelawney Station, 135 kms west of Clermont Qld.
Duties:

Prepare and organise the weekly program and schoolroom.  Supervise the children's work and help as required (but do not do the work for them). We aim to have as much ‘face to face’ experience with the children’s classes  as possible and will attend as many camps, workshops, mini-schools etc. as possible.  You will be expected to supervise and support our children as necessary during these outings.  

This position will include the following duties and general help; 

· When eating with the family, help with dishes, setting table, etc. 

· You are required to keep schoolroom and your own quarters in a tidy condition.

· Flexibility with school in regards to children helping with the mustering.
· Water the garden at your cottage.

Hours of work:
