	Schoolroom: 

The schoolroom is a separate building close to our house. There is a school computer and a laptop both with internet connected, a telephone, whiteboard, printer and an air-conditioner. There are heaps of resources and materials. For the messy art jobs we have a verandah with a 2 door steel cabinet (which has all paint, brushes, mats to put on the table etc) and a very large area of cement which is known as our back area.


	Accommodation
	Accommodation: 

A separate self-contained new building which the govie would have all too ones-self. All furniture and electrical goods are supplied however if you could bring your own linen that would be much appreciated.  The quarters are fully air-conditioned but smoking is not allowed in any of the buildings. The TV is up to date with digital channels but if you require Austar you would have to pay for that yourself. There is phone and internet available however you would have to pay for usage on both. The cleaning of both the quarters and schoolroom is the governess’s responsibility. We expect the schoolroom to be swept out and vacuumed once a week and at the end of each term a big clean-up.

	Job Description
	Duties: The schoolroom and weekly program is to be prepared and organized in advance. Governess must supervise the children and help them as required however do not do the work for them. I believe that routine is extremely important as is manners and would require the governess to implement discipline in the classroom when necessary. We will be attending as many workshops, mini-schools and clusters etc. so our children have that interaction with their teachers and classmates. Governess will be expected to support and also supervise our children at these outings.
This position may include the following duties and general help;

· When eating with the family help with the dishes etc.
If employer is away for the day you would be required to sometimes look after the children and get the washing off the line etc. Help the children to feed the animals
Hours of work: 

School starts at 8.00anm sharp. Hours would be 8.00 till 3.00 with the governess requiring extra time to mark maths papers, prepare lessons and write feedback. School days would be Mon-Fri but if family has to go to town on a week-day then that day would have to be made up on a week-end. Governess is encouraged to include extracurricular activities for the children outside of school if the time permits. Those activities may include cooking, sport, art, music or science experiments.
Meals: 

Governess is to provide their own breakfast and evening meals however if you wish to have the evening meal with us sometimes during the week, this could be arranged. On school days the governess is to assist the children with smoko and lunch. Fruit must be eaten at morning tea before anything else. Morning tea and lunch can be provided or you can return home. 

Mail: 
We get mail twice a week here on the station on Tuesdays and Fridays. The governess is responsible to get the set work ready for posting on either of these 2 days and get it out to the mailbox before 8.00.
Transport:

When attending minischools, cluster days or workshops governess is quite welcome to come in family car. You are also welcome to come to the sports days, (swimming carnival & athletics day) and also graddy night. However for these ones you will require your own transport and accommodation.
Other Conditions: 
This position may include a commitment from the governess to stay to the end of the school year as this continuity is better for the children.
