	Schoolroom:

	Very well set up and resourced schoolroom.  It is in a separate one room building in the garden about 50m from the homestead.  It has reverse-cycle air conditioning, 2 computer (with internet), desks, chairs, all learning materials supplied.  If you need anything we will usually get it.  I have been in the schoolroom for 9 years so it has evolved into an efficient, well set up, well run room.

	

	
	There is a 1 bedroom cottage, built in 2002, with separate living/dining/ kitchen area and a bathroom/laundry.  It is a fully self-contained cottage, with furniture, phone, internet connection, TV/DVD, air conditioning, wood heater, gas hot water system,  The homestead and surrounding buildings including the cottage are all on desalinated water.  We run on generator power which runs 24 hours per day.  The kitchen is fully equipped and the governess will cook her own meals.  She is welcome to join us for morning tea and lunch but past governesses have preferred to wander home and have a break from everyone.  Bedding is supplied but you are welcome to bring your own.  There is a verandah and carport around the cottage and a fenced lawn area right around the cottage which you would be expected to maintain.  You would need to bring your own computer and sound system.

	

	Job Description: 


	The school day is from 7.30 – 3.00pm.  We have 30 min for morning tea and 1 hour for lunch.  The breaks will depend on air lesson times which come out at the beginning of term 1.  Sometime after school will be needed for the cleaning the day’s work and the preparation of the next day’s lessons.  This includes organizing the day’s work, preparing lessons and making sure you have all the necessary materials for the next day’s work.
The govie would be responsible for supervising and teaching the kids with their school days work.  This would include filling out feedback sheets, packing up set work to send into the teachers for marking and preparing the work that is sent out.  The school room would be managed like a normal class and the govie would need to be organized and tidy.  The schoolroom would have to be kept clean and tidy and all materials and equipment looked after.  Once the school day is finished your time is your own.

In the past I have gone to Kalgoorlie every Thursday and the kids have done their air lessons in town with the teachers, also done music and swimming lessons.   I am not sure whether we will still do this in 2012.
