The schoolroom is a 4 bedroom house next door to our house. 	Job Description
	Home Tutor of 2 boys, one in year 5 and one in year 7studying via Kalgoorlie School Of The Air.
Duties:

Prepare and organise the weekly program and schoolroom.  This includes reading in advance all lessons to ensure full understanding of all tasks prior to commencement.  Supervise the children's daily online lessons and class work to ensure all activities are being completed fully. Encourage the children to work as independently as possible, while still being available to assist if necessary.  Mark all work and identify any areas where they may still need help. Fill out detailed feedback for each student’s teacher and keep the parents updated on their progress or of any problems they may be having. Strong communication between all parties is required. You will be responsible for ensuring all school property & our equipment is looked after and returned to the school in good condition.  This includes keeping track of library books and sports equipment.  At the completion of each set you will need to pack up all completed work and prepare it to be posted in to school, allowing enough time for me to see it first.
This position may include the following duties and general help; 

· If eating with the family, help with dishes, setting table etc. 

· You are required to keep schoolroom and your own quarters in a clean & tidy condition.
· Water the garden at your house.
· You may on occasion, be asked to help with odd jobs. Eg watering, raking, feeding pets. 
Hours of work: 

Children’s school hours are generally 7.30 – 3.00 Monday to Friday, with half an hour for smoko and 1 hour for lunch.  The Home Tutor will require additional time (approx 1 hour) after school for cleaning up and to prepare for the next day’s lessons and to finish writing feedback.  Can either be taken with the family or in your own accommodation, depending on your preference. Some days the Tutor may be required to supervise morning tea and lunch if I am not available.
Mail: 
Once a week from Kalgoorlie delivered Monday mornings via the Indian Pacific.  Sent mail leaves on a Friday afternoon.
Telephone: 
Next G mobile phone coverage is available if you have your own mobile phone and wireless internet access if you have your own laptop.  Landline not connected in school house but available at our house.
Internet: 
Wireless Internet access in the schoolroom during school hours with limited access afterhours for moderate use only. 

Transport:  
Your own transport would be an advantage allowing you to be independent, however it is not essential.  The Indian Pacific train offers a passenger service each way once a week or you could travel with us when space allows.  
First Aid & Working With Children Check:

All employees will be required to have or get at the beginning of employment their Senior First Aid Certificate and be willing to get a working with children's check.
